#1 Tax Abatement Program — 2 Year

Hawley will abate property taxes levied on any newly constructed home in
the City built in 2015 and 2016. This abatement will be calculated on the
value up to $200,000.

VALUE: This abatement for a home valued at $200,000 or more would be
approximately $2,350 per year for two years = $4,700.
The full abatement comes from: Clay County ($919/year);
City of Hawley ($867/year); and
Hawley School District (5564/year).
The homeowner will pay their property taxes and the abatement amount
will be refunded back to them.
(This program does not include any special assessments.)

#2 Utility Credit

The Hawley Public Utilities Commission will give a $1,000 Utility credit on
any newly constructed home in the City built in 2015 and 2016. Credit will
be given at the time the new resident moves into the home.

#3 Reasonable Permit Fees

Natural Gas actual cost of materials & trenching

approved trees to pick from.
