 HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JANUARY 20, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, January 20, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Gary E. Johnson, John Young, Jr., Ben Gunkelman, James Joy and Sean Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Public Works Superintendent Kluck, Police Chief Macon and Engineer Tyson Hajicek.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Engineer Hajicek gave the Council a report on the proposed 2015 Crack Fill & Seal Coat project. The proposed project consists of the streets west of 10th Street. The estimated project cost is $150,000. An alternate bid will be included for the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store parking lot.

Hajicek stated that seal coating roadways is an effective and proven way to prevent premature deterioration of the roadway surface over time which saves the owner money by extending the life cycle of the roadway.
 
It was noted that the City of Hawley attempts to follow a 6 year rotation of seal coating 1/3 of the City streets every 2 years.

It was discussed that the 2015 seal coating budget may allow for additional areas to be added to the project.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 15-07 Approving Plans & Ordering Advertisement for Bids for Seal Coat and Crack Fill 2015 Project Area. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed the license agreement between the City of Hawley and Utility Service Partners. For a small monthly fee, Utility Service Partners would offer homeowners sewer and water line warranties that would pay for service line repairs, up to $4,000. The City is simply endorsing the program. All transactions are between the homeowner and Utility Service Partners.

Johnson informed the Council that approval of the license agreement is a joint resolution with the Public Utilities Commission. The PUC has approved the resolution.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve RESOLUTION 15-06 Sewer and Water Line Marketing License Agreement Between the City of Hawley, Minnesota, and Utility Service Partners Private Label, Inc. D/B/A Service Line Warranties of America. Ayes: All. 

Johnson informed the Council that 30 customers have been asked by the PUC to run their water to prevent freezing. At this time, only these 30 customers will be given the adjustment on their water/sewer usage. The city will continue to monitor the frost levels.

Joy gave the Council a Park Board update. The Park Board is going to work on developing a visionary plan for the future, including such projects as additional walking paths and expansion of the disc golf course.

The Council reviewed the draft policy for the Police Reserves Program. It was noted that this is a volunteer program. From January - November 2014, the police reserves members donated over 2200 hours to the city.

Mork stated that the city is required to have worker's comp coverage for the reserves at a cost of $522 for 2015.

Baer has reviewed the draft policy and feels it is in compliance with the law and protects the city from liability.

Chief Macon stated that they currently have 10 members in the reserve program. The maximum would be 25 members. Macon thanked Jetvig, Baer and the Council for their help with the program.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 15-05 Adopting Hawley Police Department Policies, Procedures and Guidelines for VOLUNTEER PROGRAMS. Ayes: All. 

Mork reminded property owners that if they have a sidewalk in front of their home, they are responsible for keeping it clear of snow and ice during the winter months.

Young gave the Council an airport update. Proposed projects for 2015 are an apron rehabilitation project around hangar #1, and the relocation of the fuel pump system. Total project costs are approximately $640,000, of which the local share is $41,000.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve the Fiscal Year 2015 Grant Pre-Application to the FAA for the Taxilane and Hangar Apron Reconstruction for Hangar Area and the Fuel Dispenser Relocation projects, as recommended by the Hawley Municipal Airport Commission. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to table the Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities(CGMC) 2015 Dues. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve The Chamber (Fargo, Moorhead and West Fargo) dues for 2015 in the amount of $330. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following accounts payable $84,415.46.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

Joy stated that Arvig Communication Systems is working on the sound problems that have been occurring during the live broadcasts of the Hawley City Council meetings.

There being no further business at 6:30 p.m. it was moved by Young, seconded by Gunkelman that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: 4. Nay: Mork.
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
