HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JANUARY 4, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, January 4, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Gary E. Johnson, John Young, Jr., Ben Gunkelman, James Joy and Sean Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Police Officer Tyler O'Brien, Marc Ness, Jon Lowry and Marie Lowry.

Jon Lowry, 842 264th Street South, Hawley, Minnesota, informed the Council that he is interested in getting involved in the City of Hawley's planning and zoning.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 2016-01 Resolution Setting 2016 Appointments.

Mork stated that he supports the mileage reimbursement rate of $.54 per mile for preapproved travel where the staff car is not available, but he believes the rate should be $.25 per mile for travel that is not preapproved or travel where the staff car was available but not used.

Johnson amended his motion on RESOLUTION 2016-01  to add "25 cents per mile if staff car is available but not used" to the Mileage Reimbursement Rate. Young seconded the amended motion. Ayes: All.

Baer administered the Oath of Office to Vice Mayor Ben Gunkelman.

Baer administered the Oath of Office to Full Time Police Officer Tyler O'Brien.  Officer O’Brien will bring the Hawley Police Department to 4 Full Time officers.

The Council reviewed Resolution 16-02 regarding the State of Mn Joint Powers Agreements with the City of Hawley on behalf of its City Attorney and Police Department. Police Chief Backlund and Attorney Baer stated that this is a data information sharing agreement with the State of Minnesota Department of Public Safety Bureau of Criminal Apprehension. This is a 5 year renewal of the joint powers agreements.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley, Minnesota RESOLUTION NO. 16-02 Resolution Approving State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreements with the City of Hawley on Behalf of its City Attorney and Police Department. Ayes: All. 

Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen informed the Council that during the 2015 Food Drive the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store collected the equivalent of 35,000 lbs of food for the Hawley Food Pantry.  Hawley came in second in the contest between liquor stores this year to see who could gather the most food.

Joy stated that in November 2015 the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store failed an alcohol compliance check when an employee of the liquor store sold alcohol to a minor that was working under the authority of the Clay County Sheriff's Office. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork for the City to assess a civil penalty to a City liquor holder for an alcohol sale violation, in the amount of $250 (as set by City of Hawley Resolution No. 12-07) to the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store for its 1st alcohol compliance check violation. Ayes: All. 

A review of the employee who had the compliance violation was referred to the Personnel Committee.

Friesen gave the Council a 2015 year end liquor store "unaudited" report: total sales were $1,134,286.40, gross profit was $286,912.44, estimated net income before transfers was $12,000, and $5,000 was transferred to the General Fund. The liquor fund paid $51,225 in bond and loan payments on the building. Friesen stated that 2015 sales were up approximately 9% from 2014.

Johnson noted that no tax dollars are spent on the operation of the liquor store.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 16-03 Approving Final 2015 Budget Transfer/Adjustments and Committing Fund Balance. Ayes: All. 

Young updated the Council on the Buffalo River Remeandering Phase 2 project.

Young gave the Council a Heartland Trail update.

Young reported to the Council that John Barnes will no longer be traveling to rodeos but his brother, Marty Barnes, will be and the community should not see any change.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:
