HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
OCTOBER 3, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, October 3, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Gary E. Johnson, Ben Gunkelman, James Joy, Sean Mork and Carlos Diaz. Also present were Attorney Zenas Baer, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Cindy Schenck and Stacey Riedberger.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Johnson gave the Council an Airport Commission update. The state grant paperwork has been signed for the new hangar pavement project.

Engineer Hajicek informed the Council that he received 2 quotes for the proposed On-Street Walking Path project as a striping only project: Lot Pro's LLC for $3,222.00 and Swanston Equipment Company for $7,990.80.

The project would consist of a 5' lane next to the curb with pavement messaging for pedestrians,  a stripe to designate parking outside the 5' lane, and the painting of crosswalks. It was discussed that there should be no parking on Reno Street between 6th and 7th Streets.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 16-45 Authorizing Project/Awarding Quote On-Street Walking Path. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman informed the Council that the Hawley Board of Adjustment will be holding a Public Hearing on October 4, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. to consider the request for a  Structure Setback Variance for Lots 23 & 24, Block 1, Original Townsite. The proposed variance is for a 5' front yard setback variance for the construction of a deck. The homeowner is proposing to build a deck that is 20' from the front yard line. The required setback is 25'.

Engineer Hajicek gave the Council an update on the Autumn View Addition project. The contracts have been signed and the pre-construction conference was held on September 28, 2016.

It was questioned if the project can proceed as the annexation of the area has not been recorded yet. Baer stated that the project can proceed.

Joy stated that the City of Hawley is able to refund the liquor store revenue bonds at a lower interest rate for a substantial savings in interest. The Council reviewed the information from David Drown Associates, Inc.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Diaz to approve RESOLUTION 16-44 Resolution Authorizing the Issuance, Sale and Delivery of a $329,000 Liquor Store Revenue Refunding Note, Series 2016A. Ayes: All. 

Mork reported that the Hawley Police Department and the police reserves cleaned out the old police department building (305 6th St.) Chief Backlund reported that they found a donation board for the Hjemkomst ship and he took it to the Hjemkomst Center.

The Council thanked the police department and reserves for getting the building cleaned out.

Chief Backlund informed the Council that the armor radios have been ordered through Mid-States Wireless, per Clay County's contract, at a cost of $36,589.95. The county wants all the radios installed and operational by December 1st.

Backlund stated that all of his officers have been fitted for body armor. The cost will be reimbursed through state grants.

The Council reviewed the proposed ordinance regarding Jake Braking and Excessive Vehicle Noise, and Attorney Baer's revisions and comments regarding the ordinance. The proposed fine for violating the ordinance is $250 and the funds would be retained by the city. It was discussed that the city will need to put signage on Highway 10 regarding the noise ordinance.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve ORDINANCE NO. 275 Ordinance Creating New Provisions Prohibiting Excessive Vehicle Noise and Setting Fee for Violation. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Diaz to approve the following consent items:

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following accounts payable $116348.77.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

A discussion ensued regarding the annexation of the Autumn View Addition property. Baer stated that the state is requiring a specific written agreement between the City of Hawley and Hawley Township with regard to compliance with Minnesota Statutes regarding payment of lost tax value. Baer has prepared an agreement containing language that the township does not have the infrastructure to serve the annexation area and the township is benefitted by the vibrancy of an adjacent community of the City of Hawley by bringing more people into the rural areas.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the State of Minnesota Office of Administrative Hearings Municipal and Township Consent to Annexation. Ayes: All. 

Joy questioned if the old police department building is a sellable building. There was discussion and further research will be done on the matter.  

Mork stated that he will be meeting with Chief Backlund to review the City of Hawley's ordinances.

There being no further business at 6:15 p.m. it was moved by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: 4. Nay: Mork.
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
