HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
NOVEMBER 2, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, November 2, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Vice-Mayor Young with the following members present: Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Absent: Mayor Johnson. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig and Marc Ness.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Gunkelman announced that the Clay County Board of Commissioners will be holding a public hearing on Tuesday, November 17, 2015 to hear testimony with regard to designation of solid waste generated in Clay County for delivery to certain facilities for proper recycling, energy recovery and management. 

It was discussed that the 2016 Clay County waste delivery rates are anticipated to be approximately $42/ton. Hawley’s current rate is $24/ton.  Kirk Rosenberger, Clay County Solid Waste Director will be asked to come to the next meeting.

Gunkelman stated that the City of Hawley Economic Development Authority has a residential building lot for sale at 314 Main Street. The special assessments on the lot are $13,975, payable over 5 years. The buyer must commence building a housing unit on the lot within 1 year of closing. Interested buyers should submit a written offer to City Hall.

Gunkelman gave the Council an update on the special Fire District meeting held on October 28, 2015. The City Council had approved a proposal for funding/ownership of a new Fire Hall to be split 6 ways, with the City funding/owning 1/6 (16.667%) and the township members splitting the remaining 5/6. The townships have made a “final” proposal  of a 50% township/50% City of Hawley funding/ownership split, with a spending cap of $1 million. The Council will discuss the funding/ownership split of a new fire hall at the next Council meeting.

Joy presented a City of Hawley 2015 year in review highlighting the projects completed, zoning permits approved and the businesses that employ the most workers.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to accept the letter of resignation from Audra Paur from her position of Liquor Store Clerk - Lead prorated 80% full time. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Young to approve the hiring of Lois Malmskog as Liquor Store Clerk - Lead prorated 80% full time, on step 1, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Mork informed the Council that the Personnel Committee interviewed several candidates for the full time Police Officer position. Background checks are being completed on the top 3 candidates. This 4th Full Time Police Officer position will begin no sooner than January 1, 2016.

Young gave the Council an update on Phase 2 of the Buffalo River remeandering project. Sellin Brothers were the low bidder for the project. Work will begin as soon as all the DNR grant paperwork is in order. The  deteriorated bridge in Riverbend Park, that has been closed due to safety concerns, will be removed as part of the project. This project is being funded with 100% DNR Grant Funds and there is no cost to the city.

Young gave the Council a Heartland Trail update.

Young gave the Council an airport update.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve Pay Request No. 1 in the amount of $262,348.67 to Sellin Brothers, Inc. for the Hawley Airport 2015 Taxilane and Apron Improvements project, contingent on the proper paperwork being submitted, as recommended by the Hawley Municipal Airport Commission. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following consent items:
