HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FEBRUARY 1, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, February 1, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Police Chief Backlund, Chris Tangen, and Enson Maattala.

Mork reported that he has heard positive comments on the condition of the city streets this winter. Mork thanked the city staff for their efforts.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Johnson informed the Council that he received an application from Mike Olson to become a member of the Park Board.  This is the only board position the City currently has open.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 2016-06 Additional Board Appointment. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the 2015 Pay Equity Report as completed by Clerk Treasurer Jetvig. Jetvig stated that the city is required to file the completed report with the state every three years. The state will then determine if the city is in compliance.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve the City of Hawley 2015 Pay Equity Compliance Report. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to approve RESOLUTION 16-07 MnDOT & City of Hawley Limited Use Permit 1408-0008 For Municipal Identification Signs. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman noted that the permit is good for 10 years allowing the City to keep and maintain their "Hawley Welcomes You" signs in the MnDOT right-of-way.

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley Recycling Center Weight Comparisons for 2005-2015. The recycling center has seen continuous growth through the years. Total pounds recycled for 2015 were 602,430.  The Council thanked the community for all of their efforts to recycle.
Chief Backlund informed the Council that the Hawley Police Department has received a grant from the Office of Traffic Safety to purchase 4 PBTs (Preliminary Breath Tester).

Chief Backlund stated that effective July 1, 2016 the police department will be required to send their citations electronically. He is applying for a grant to purchase 4 printers for the squad cars.

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the BES new tenant application submitted by Chris Tangen/Tangen Arms, LLC. Tangen informed the Council that he would like to start a firearms retail and transfer service in Hawley. Tangen stated that when someone purchases a firearm that has to be shipped, the firearm has to be shipped to a licensed firearm dealer. He would like to provide that service to local residents. It would not be a business where customers could come in and shop for /purchase a firearm.

Tangen stated that his preference would be to operate the business out of his apartment located in an R-3, Multi-Family Residential Area in Hawley.

The Council reviewed the letter from Bryan Christensen, M State Marketing Instructor & Business Entrepreneurial Services Director, stating that Tangen has one of the better business plans that he has received and Christensen recommends him as a tenant for the Hawley BES incubator location on 6th Street.

Baer stated that what the Council has before them is the approval/disapproval of the BES new tenant application. Tangen has not submitted anything to the Council in regards to operating his business from his apartment and that matter is not on the agenda for discussion.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the BES new tenant application submitted by Tangen Arms, LLC. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the 01/12/16 letter from BNSF Railway stating that they have established a website that will serve as first responders' one-stop spot for training, planning and communicating with BNSF in your community.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Young to approve the Labor Agreement By and Between City of Hawley, Minnesota and Teamsters Local 120, effective 1/1/16 thru 12/31/17, with the following amendment to the agreement: Page 15 Salary Schedule for Police Officer 2016 Step 6 rate should be $25.21 rather than $25.51. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 16-08 Accepting Donations. Ayes: All. 

Joy gave the Council an update on the Clay County Intergovernmental Retreat.

Joy stated that the Park Board is meeting on February 2, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.

Young gave the Council an update on the Red River Basin Land & Water International Summit Conference. The Buffalo Red River Watershed District received an award for their Buffalo River Restoration Projects in Hawley. 

Young gave the Council a Heartland Trail update.

Young gave the Council a Community Club update. 

Young informed the Council that MnDOT Aeronautics has reversed their policy and will again allow insurance expenses to be included for airport operation & maintenance reimbursement.  This is an issue that Young has been talking to our elected officials and MnDOT representatives about changing since they first stopped reimbursing these expenses.

Young stated that the Airport Commission has an Airport Planning Session with MnDOT Aeronautics scheduled for February 22, at 5:00 p.m. The Council is invited to attend as well as township and county officials.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

Mork noted that due to the Department of Homeland Security REAL ID Act, as of January 22, 2018 a regular Minnesota Driver's License will not be accepted for boarding domestic commercial flights. Minnesota residents will have to have an enhanced Minnesota driver's license or a passport.

Young noted that in 2014 the Environmental Protection Agency issued an initial Clean Power Plan requiring North Dakota to cut carbon emissions 11 percent by 2030. The EPA has now announced the Clean Power Plan would require North Dakota to cut carbon emissions 45 percent by 2022. This could have a significant impact on our electrical rates as we receive power and we own part of a North Dakota plant that generates electricity from coal.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following accounts payable $122,783.80.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley Trip Request Form submitted by Mayor Johnson to attend the National League of Cities meeting in Washington, D.C. on March 5-9, 2016. Johnson stated that there are many items on the conference agenda that are applicable to small cities and grant funding. The estimated cost of the travel is $2,400 - $2,700.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve the City of Hawley Trip Request Form for Mayor Johnson to attend the National League of Cities Conference in Washington, D.C. on March 5-9, 2016. Ayes: 4. Abstain: Johnson.

Johnson read the letter from the Hawley Cemetery Association thanking the City Council for their $1,000 donation.

Joy stated that on February 14, 2016 from noon to 3:00 p.m. the AmVets are holding a kid's fishing derby on Lee Lake, and the Jaycees are having a kid's fishing derby on February 20, 2016 from 9:00 a.m. to noon on Silver Lake.

There being no further business at 6:45 p.m. it was moved by Joy, seconded by Mork that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: 4. Nay: Young.
