[bookmark: _GoBack]   HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FEBRUARY 17, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, February 17, 2015, in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Vice-Mayor Young with the following members present: Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Absent: Mayor Johnson. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer and Austen Paulson.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Joy stated that the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store is advertising and promoting through social media with Facebook and the internet. The Council thanked part-time employee Rhonda Smith for her help with this effort.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Application and Permit for a Temporary On-Sale Liquor License submitted by the Hawley Women of Today for March 28, 2015. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the Application and  Permit for a Temporary On-Sale Liquor License submitted by the Hawley Women of Today for June 26, 2015. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Gunkelman updated the Council on the Emergency Response District meeting. HERT, Inc. had a record number of calls in 2014 with 227 calls. They currently have 11 members and 2 probationary members.

Gunkelman gave the Council a Hawley Area Fire District update. The fire district is writing off $23,700 in uncollected fire call billings. The fire department had 89 calls in 2014, of which 33 were cancelled. The fire department currently has 24 members. Fire Chief Martin believes there are some minor repairs that can be made to the roof of the fire hall to prevent some of the leaking issues. 

The Hawley Firemen's Relief Association made an $18,000 donation to the fire truck/equipment fund. They were approved to spend up to $5,400 out of this fund for equipment.

A discussion ensued regarding the proposed Hawley Area Fire District request for state bonding for the purpose of building a new fire building. The estimated cost of the new building is $2.35 million and the proposed bonding request is for $1.5 million. The fire district would have to come up with the remainder of the funds. There may be some other funding sources available such as Homeland Security and Burlington Northern.

It was the feeling of the Council that they have not had a chance to discuss this request for state bonding and they have a lot of unanswered questions about the building and location.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to table the proposed Hawley Area Fire District Request for State Bonding for the Purpose to Build a New Fire Building. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council reviewed the proposed Ordinance for the annexation of the streets adjacent to the Dollar General Store. Baer stated that when the Dollar General store property was annexed into the city in 2013 the description to annex did not include the adjacent streets. This proposed ordinance would annex 15th Street and the north ½ of Jetvig Boulevard into the city, as was originally intended.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to adopt City of Hawley Ordinance No. 269 An Ordinance of the City of Hawley, Minnesota, Annexing Adjacent Streets Omitted from Ordinance No. 259, Recorded in the Clay County Recorder's Office on July 11, 2013 as Document No. 724213, Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 414.033, Subd. 2(1), Permitting Annexation by Ordinance. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve KRCQ Radio's Plan A at $77/game to advertise for all Nugget boy's and girl's basketball play-off games. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Young invited the public to attend the Hawley Comprehensive & Transportation Plan Public Open House on Wednesday, February 25, 2015 from 5:30 - 7:30 pm in the Hawley City Hall Council Chambers. The plan includes such items as Community Vision, Economic & Community Development, Future Land Use, Sidewalk Improvement Plan and the Heartland Trail.

 Young updated the Council on the Tourism Conference and the Minnesota Parks & Trails meetings.

Young gave the Council an update on the Minnesota Municipal Beverage Association's Legislative Day.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following accounts payable $205,610.21.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.
