[bookmark: _GoBack] HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FEBRUARY 2, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, February 2, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer and Marc Ness.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Johnson gave an update on the 2015 Clay County Intergovernmental Retreat held on January 23, 2015 at the Hjemkomst Center in Moorhead. 

Gunkelman presented the 01/29/15 memo from Public Works Superintendent Kluck recommending the purchase of a 20" self propelled floor scrubber for the Community Center from Dacotah Paper Company for $4,736.74.

It was discussed that the City of Hawley does not break even  on the Community Center. The building is provided as a community service. It was suggested that the city may be able to find a less expensive scrubber.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to send  the recommendation to purchase a floor scrubber for the Community Center back to committee. Ayes: All.

Joy stated that the draft 2014 audit for the liquor fund shows sales of $1,037,519 and net income of $16,239.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the Minnesota Lawful Gambling Application for Exempt Permit, with no waiting period, submitted by the Ducks Unlimited #292 for raffles on March 27, 2015. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve the Application and Permit for a 1 Day to 4 Day Temporary On-Sale Liquor License  submitted by the Hawley Firemen's Relief Association for February 14, 2015. Ayes: All. 

Ness appeared before the Council with an update of the Hometown Hawley publication. The Hometown Hawley is a 3 section special addition newspaper that features the City of Hawley. The cost to place the same size ad that the city had in last year's paper is $1,450. This is an increase of $20.

It was noted that there are funds in the 2015 budget to advertise in the Hometown Hawley newspaper.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve an ad in the 2015 Hometown Hawley publication for $1,450. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley Report of Outstanding Indebtedness as of December 31, 2014 in the amount of $9,401,000. 

It was discussed that the City of Hawley's 2014 audit will be presented to the Council by the auditor in March.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 15-16 Accepting Donations & Authorizing Expenditures and Closing Out Hawley Police Reserves Checkbook and Roll All into City Account. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Young to accept the resignation from Part-Time Police Officer Katelynn Johnson, effective February 2, 2015. Ayes: All. 

The Council thanked Johnson for her service and wished her well.

Mork gave the Council a Heartland Trail update. A public input meeting was held in Hawley on January 27, 2015. There are 3 possible routes across Clay County being discussed for the trail. The Clay County group is focusing on the portion of the trail between Hawley and Buffalo River State Park.

Young updated the Council on the Comprehensive Plan/Sidewalk Master Plan that the study review committee, with the assistance of MetroCOG, is drafting. The public is invited to a Public Input Open House on February 25, 2015 between 5:30 & 7:30 p.m. at City Hall.

Young reported on the Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities Legislative Action Day.

Young gave an update on the League of Minnesota Cities Experienced Officials Conference.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:
