HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MARCH 8, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, March 8, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Vice-Mayor Gunkelman with the following members present: Gunkelman, Young, Joy and Mork. Absent: Mayor Johnson. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig and Attorney Baer.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Gunkelman gave the Council an update on the  Hawley Area Emergency Response District February 17, 2016 meeting. Wayne Lepper, Highland Grove Township, was appointed to the Board. HERT, Inc. responded to a record number of calls (309) in 2015. They currently have 10 members. The next meeting is scheduled for July 20, 2016.

Gunkelman updated the Council on the February 17, 2016 Hawley Area Fire District meeting. Wayne Lepper, Highland Grove Township, was appointed to the Board. The fire department had 70 total calls in 2015, of which 31 were cancelled. 

The fire department has had 2 more retirements. The Fire District Board approved adding the following four new members to the fire department: Taylor Harms, Greg Filippello, Zack Safar and Ryan Anderson, bringing their total membership to 25.

The Fire District Board approved a one time expenditure (up to $7,500) from the  Fire District Checking funds (funds from fire calls) for fire hose upgrade/replacement. The Hawley Firemen's Relief Association made a donation of $21,000 to the Fire District. The funds will be put in the Fire District Capital Equipment Investment Savings account. 

Gunkelman said at the meeting it was noted that the City of Hawley is putting funds aside for a proposed new fire hall and it may be a good idea to have each entity put funds aside.

The Fire District has 9 fire call bills that are unpaid totaling $4,165. The next Hawley Area Fire District meeting is scheduled for April 20, 2016.

Gunkelman informed the Council that MetroCOG will provide the city with a draft of the City of Hawley Comprehensive Plan and Sidewalk Master Plan by the end of April.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Young to approve the March 8, 2016 letter to MetroCOG with an Official Request for Assistance for Ordinance Review/Revisions Hawley Zoning and Subdivision Project - 2017. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

The Council reviewed the Mn Public Facilities Authority(PFA) Annual Certification Regarding the Wastewater Infrastructure System Replacement Fund. The balance in the fund as of December 31, 2015 was $86,726.00. The funds are restricted for major rehabilitation or expansion of the wastewater treatment system with preapproval by PFA.

Mork stated that  the city's 2015 audit will be presented to the City Council by Brady, Martz & Associates on March 21, 2016.

The Council reviewed the certificate received from Utility Service Partners, Inc. stating that the City of Hawley is a Proud Participant in the National League of Cities Service Line Warranty Program.

Joy stated that March 20-26, 2016 is Service Line Awareness Week. The Council reviewed the handout from National League of Cities & Service Line Warranties of America regarding water conservation activities/tips. The handouts are available at city hall.

Joy stated that the community center is short of chairs. There are 32 tables that can seat 8 chairs per table, for a total of 256 chairs. There are currently 141 chairs available. There are several events/weddings  booked at the community center. There are funds in the 2016 budget.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to purchase 140 chairs and 2 chair carts for the Hawley Community Center at a cost of $3,138.40. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Young invited the public to attend the City of Hawley Public Hearing on Monday, March 21, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. in the city council chambers to consider a proposed Tax Increment Financing (TIF) plan for Davis Tire, Inc. The proposed TIF is in the Jetvig Addition south of Jetvig Boulevard.

It was noted that additional parcels are included in the proposed TIF District as it is more cost effective to include them now for potential future TIF requests.

Young gave the Council a Heartland Trail update.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve RESOLUTION 16-12 For Funding For Heartland Trail Through Mn State Legislature. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Young informed the Council that the Community Club now has a 3 year agreement with Barnes Rodeo.  Barnes will be offering a discounted ticket price for veterans and their families at the gate for both nights of the 2016 rodeo.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:
