HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
APRIL 18, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, April 18, 2016, in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy, and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Marc Ness, and Enson Maattala.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

The Public Works Committee presented the Council with several recommendations for the Hawley Rodeo Grounds following a review by the City’s Insurance carrier, LMCIT.  They are concerned about the inherent risk arising from the propensity of livestock to behave in unpredictable ways.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the designation of the entire Rodeo Grounds Facility as a "Restricted Use Park Area," and not an open park area. Only those individuals and/or groups that have a signed agreement with the City of Hawley are permitted to use the facility with their horses, calves, or steers, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the No Trespass & Inherent Risk of Livestock signage to be posted at the Rodeo Grounds Facility, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the locking of the Arena North entrance in an effort to control the Restricted Use Park Area and direct those individuals/groups to City Hall to fill out and provide the appropriate paperwork and insurance, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to set the amount of liability insurance that the City will require from those individuals and/or groups that wish to use the Rodeo Grounds Facility at Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) and the City is required to be listed as an additional insured on the policy, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the 2016 Waiver of Liability Indemnity Agreement with the existing horse groups whom provide maintenance and upkeep of the facility as part of the agreement to use the Rodeo Grounds Facility, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to set the fee for individuals whom are not a member of a horse group that has an agreement with the City: $100 for the season, or $5 per use, per animal. These individuals must also sign an indemnity contract and provide the City with liability insurance of Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) and the City is required to be listed as an additional insured on the policy, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

Johnson stated that the City park restrooms will open on May 1st. An electronic timed lock will be installed in Westgate Park to automatically open and lock the doors at scheduled times.  

Johnson reported that the Public Utilities Commission has approved a 1/2% overall increase in electric rates effective with the May 1st billing and a 20% decrease in gas rates effective with the June 1st billing. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Young to approve the 2016-2017 Road Maintenance Agreement with Clay County at $796 per mile for maintenance of the city's gravel streets, effective July 1, 2016 - June 30, 2017. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman noted that the Hawley Area Fire District meeting is scheduled for April 20, 2016, at 7:30 p.m.

Gunkelman stated that the Hawley Board of Adjustment will be holding a Public Hearing on April 19, 2016, at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers to consider the structural setback variance application for Lot 9, Block 2, Westgate 1st Addition (631 Westgate Circle).

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the estimate in the amount of $5,000 from Moore Engineering, Inc. to provide a Registered Land Survey of the City of Hawley and Golf Course property located in Section 12-139-45 in Clay County, as recommended by Attorney Baer. The costs will be split proportionately based on the amount of land each party owns within the Registered Land Survey. Ayes: All. 

Mork gave the Council a Friends of the Pool update.

Joy stated that the Hawley Liquor Store is holding a Burgers and Beer event on May 12, 2016 with the proceeds to be donated to the Honor Flight program.

Joy gave an update on the City of Hawley Board of Equalization meeting that was held prior to this Council meeting. The City of Hawley experienced an 8.4% increase in property valuation.

Joy stated that the City of Hawley 2016 Spring Clean-Up Day is scheduled for May 12, 2016 for Thursday garbage customers and May 16, 2016 for Monday garbage customers. TV's and computer monitors will be accepted free of charge at the recycling center on Saturday, May 14, 2016 from 8:00 a.m. to noon, and Household Hazardous Waste will be accepted on Saturday, May 14, 2016 at the Hawley Clay County Highway Shop (329 10th Street). More information will be included in the May 1, 2016 City Newsletter that is sent out with the utility bills.

The Council reviewed the Development Agreement prepared by David Drown Associates, Inc. (DDA) between the City of Hawley and JUSLIVN, LLC (Davis and Marla Blakeway). JUSLIVN, LLC plans to construct a 4,400 square foot facility and relocate 2 current jobs and create 1 new job. Based on preliminary information, the County Assessor estimated the value of the new building and land at $488,000. Based on this valuation, DDA estimates the project will generate an annual increment amount of $9,000. This would produce a total tax increment of $81,000.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve the Development Agreement between the City of Hawley and JUSLIVN, LLC. Ayes: All.

Young discussed the April 2016 Issues Memorandum that will be presented to the City's legislators concerning such items at Heartland Trail Funding, Transportation Funding, LGA, EPA's rules regarding CO2, Annexation, and Sunday Off-Sale Liquor.

Young stated that Breakfast on the Farm will be held on Saturday, June 4, 2016 at the Dave and Joanne Herbranson farm south of Rollag.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Gunkelman to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 16-17 Joint Resolution PUC 16-01 Authorizing an Interfund Loan Electric Fund to Airport Fund. Ayes: All. 

Young congratulated Mayor Gary Johnson on receiving an award at the Hawley Community Awards Banquet from HERT, Inc. for his 30 years of service to the organization.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:
