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APRIL 20, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, April 20, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Scott Steer, Marc Ness, Lisa Reiland, Amanda Jelinek, Cory Aldinger, Macy Jelinek and Teagan Jelinek.

Amanda Jelinek and Lisa Reiland appeared before the Council with a request to be able to establish a Hawley Farmer's Market located in the City owned lot  west of the liquor store. The Council asked Reiland and Jelinek to supply them with more information on days, dates, times etc. the market would be open. The matter was referred to committee. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the memo to the Clay County Commissioners requesting that the City of Hawley's Phase 3 water/sewer rehabilitation project be added to the County's 5-Year Highway Construction Plan in 2019 or 2020. The City is asking for a cooperative project with Clay County for the work to be done on County Road #33.  Johnson will present the request to the Clay County Commission at their April 21, 2015 meeting.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve the request from the Hawley Roping Club to keep 15-17 roping steers at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds starting May 1, 2015 to October 15, 2015, contingent on receipt of proof of insurance. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the road maintenance agreement with Clay County for the maintenance of the city's gravel streets: portion of 15th Street and Rodeo Drive North. Junction Avenue North has been deleted from the agreement.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the Maintenance Agreement with Clay County for the gravel portion of 15th Street and Rodeo Drive North, at a rate of $821 per mile, effective July 1, 2015 - June 30, 2016. Ayes: All.

A discussion ensued regarding the quote from Electric Pump, Inc. in the amount of $5,903.03 for maintenance/repairs to the City's main lift station in Riverbend Park. The repairs should last for 20 years. Public Works Superintendent Kluck recommends approving the repairs.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the quote from Electric Pump, Inc. in the amount of $5,903.03 for maintenance/repairs to the City of Hawley's main lift station. Ayes: All.

Gunkelman gave the Council a Fire District update. The fire department has had 22 calls in 2015, of which 11 were cancelled.  Many of these calls were grass fires.  The fire district approved the request from the fire department to purchase a new pickup (to replace the model year 2000 pickup) out of the truck and equipment fund. The cost of the new pickup will be approximately $41,000, after trade in and available grant funding.

Gunkelman informed the Council that an additional meeting to discuss a possible new fire hall will be held on April 22, 2015 at the Senior Citizen's Center.

The Council reviewed the quote from Arvig for the addition of one 5mp camera, and the lowering of all the existing cameras for the leased security system at the Hawley liquor store. The installation price for the complete system is $1,400. Joy stated that he would like more information and to discuss the matter with Liquor Store Manager Friesen. The matter was tabled and referred to committee.

The job description for the proposed new position of a Liquor Store Stockperson was referred to the Personnel Committee.

Mork informed the Council that the Personnel Committee has reviewed the background check and now recommend hiring Royce Wenner as a Full Time Police Officer.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to hire Royce Wenner as a Full-Time Police Officer, at Step 1, effective April 29, 2015, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: All.

The proposal from Radco Restoration, Inc. to tuck point city hall was tabled.

Young informed the Council that FAA funding cannot be used for moving the fuel system at the airport as the Hawley Airport Commission had previously been lead to believe. The fuel system move project will not be completed. The pavement rehabilitation project around Hangar #1 will be completed this summer with approximately 90% federal/state funding. The estimated cost of this project is $220,500. 

Without the completion of  the fuel system project, the Hawley Municipal Airport will not be using all their remaining federal funding for 2012 and 2013 (total of $150,000). The funding will be lost if not used by July 1, 2015. The Hawley Municipal Airport Commission is recommending that $150,000 of the City of Hawley FAA funding for 2012 and 2013 be transferred to the City of Blue Earth. In return, the City of Blue Earth will transfer $150,000 of their federal funding to the City of Hawley no later than federal fiscal year 2016. Attorney Baer has reviewed/signed the Transfer Agreement.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements with the U.S. Department of Transportation Federal Aviation Administration, and the Federal Airport Funding Re-Payment Agreement Between the City of Hawley, Minnesota and the City of Blue Earth, Minnesota. Ayes: All. 

Young gave the Council an update on the Minnesota Council of Airports Conference.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve the following accounts payable $77,420.61.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

Young informed the Council that the Hawley Roping Club will be providing the labor for the construction of the new announcer stand at the Rodeo Grounds. The Roping Club  will also be fencing, etc. to expand the pasture area at the grounds.

Mork congratulated Lisa Reiland on the opening of her  710 Salon in Hawley.

Young gave the Council an update on the Hawley Lions/Jaycees/Women of Today Community Awards Banquet.

There being no further business at 6:20 p.m. it was moved by Mork, seconded by Joy that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: All.
