HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
APRIL 4, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, April 4, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Gary E. Johnson, John Young, Jr., Ben Gunkelman, James Joy and Sean Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Lynae Schenck and Daniela Fergren.

Daniela Fergren introduced herself to the Council and stated that she will be opening an Edward Jones office in Hawley. The Council welcomed Fergren to the community.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

Lynae Schenck appeared before the Council regarding the 2016 Gateway to the Lakes publication. The cost of a full page ad is $975. The publication will reach 100,000 readers in the area through direct mailing, inserts in local newspapers and counter copies.  Gunkelman has worked with Schenck on the articles for this publication in the past.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve a full page ad, at a cost of $975, in the 2016 Gateway to the Lakes publication. Ayes: All. 

Johnson stated that the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust has informed the City that our insurance excludes rodeos and rodeo activities. The LMCIT advised that the City should require each horse group that uses the City Rodeo grounds to sign a written agreement that includes: 1) have a minimum of $1,000,000 in liability insurance, 2) to add the city as an additional insured, and 3) to agree to defend and indemnify the City from any claims against the city arising from the group’s use.   They also recommended taking steps to try and prohibit individuals from just showing up and using the grounds.   The Council reviewed the draft letter to be sent to the horse groups that use the rodeo grounds inviting them to a meeting to discuss the matter.
A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve the  letter to the groups that use the Hawley Rodeo Grounds regarding a meeting on April 13, 2016 to discuss the changes to the use of the facility, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Johnson to approve the purchase of a Brenco floor scrubber for the Hawley Community Center, at a cost of $3,250, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Gunkelman to approve a Dust Control Contract through Clay County for 15th Street at an estimated cost of $1,277, Maple Street at an estimated cost of $326, and the Quad Diamonds softball/baseball facility for an estimated cost of $672, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the purchase of gravel for the gravel streets in Hawley at an estimated cost of $4,000, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the punch list items for the Buffalo River Phase 2 remeandering project. The final walk through on the project is scheduled for Thursday, April 7, 2016 at 9:00 a.m.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the request from the Public Utilities Commission for the sewer fund to pay $8,000 towards the purchase of  the new pickup from Muscatell-Burns (total cost was $26,481) that is used by Public Works employees for work on sewer and water facilities, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the quotes from Gullard Construction to fix the roof at City Hall. The roof has been patched to stop the leaking and Gullard's believe the work could wait for 2-4 years. It was the feeling of the Council that they should begin budgeting for future City Hall roof repairs.

Johnson congratulated Public Works Superintendent Kluck and his staff for receiving a Certificate of Commendation for the wastewater treatment facility in 2015 from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency.

Johnson stated that there is a part-time Liquor Store Clerk position open at the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store.

Gunkelman stated that the Hawley Board of Adjustment will be holding a public hearing on Tuesday, April 19, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers to consider the structural setback variance application for the property at Lot 9, Block 2, Westgate 1st Addition (631 Westgate Circle). All interested persons are invited to attend.

A discussion ensued regarding the "draft" Chapters of the City of Hawley Comprehensive Plan and Sidewalk Master Plan as compiled by FM MetroCOG.

Mork referenced a memo from Police Chief Backlund requesting the Council to enter into a grant agreement with the Mn Department of Public Safety to purchase printers for the squad cars. The total cost is approximately $3,800 and the grant amount is $1,618. The remainder of the cost would be funded from DUI forfeiture funds.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve RESOLUTION 16-15 Resolution Authorizing Execution of Agreement. Ayes: All. 

Mork invited all interested persons to attend the Friends of the Pool meeting on Monday, April 11, 2016 at 5:30 p.m. in the City Council Chambers. The Friends of the Pool group has approved a $15,000 reimbursement from their West Central Initiative funds to the school for pool expenses.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve the Minnesota Lawful Gambling Application for Exempt Permit submitted by REACH for a raffle on June 1, 2016. Ayes: All.

Young gave the Council a Heartland Trail update.

Young stated that the 2016 Breakfast on the Farm is going to be held at the David Herbranson farm south of Rollag.

Young informed the Council that the State of Minnesota may discontinue their 5% funding for eligible airport projects. 

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 16-16 Authorization to Execute Minnesota Department of Transportation Airport Maintenance and Operation Grant Contract. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:

Johnson presented a crystal trophy that was received by the City of Hawley from the Arbor Day Foundation for being named a "Tree City USA" for 20 years.

It was discussed that the Hawley Art Show runs April 7-10, 2016. There is also a Hawley High School Fine Arts night scheduled for April 11, 2016.
