HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
APRIL 6, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, April 6, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Acting Police Chief Scott Steer, Marc Ness, Gary Kuck, Lynae Schenck, Pelican Rapids Mayor Brent Frazier and Pelican Rapids City Councilmember CJ Holl.

Young presented a citizen's request to have the alley between 6th and 7th Streets (south of Whistle Stop Cafe) graded. Staff will look into the matter.

Mork stated that he has had requests for the city to look at some of the stop signs/intersections in town. The matter was referred to public safety committee.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Lynae Schenck appeared before the Council with an update on the 2015 Gateway to the Lakes publication. The publication will be distributed the week of May 18th and will reach 100,000 readers through direct mailing, inserts in local newspapers and distribution at visitors centers along Interstate 94. The cost of a full page ad is $975 and Hawley should get the page 3 slot this year.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve a full page ad, at a cost of $975, in the 2015 Gateway to the Lakes publication. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed Resolution 15-14 dedicating $98,157 of the reserve funds under General Fund (101) for the purchase of Lot 5, Block 1, Jetvig 1st Addition, for economic development purposes.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 15-14 Approving 2015 Release of Reserve Funds and Budget Adjustment. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the purchase of a new Dell computer for the police department for $1,150. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the following quotes for the purchase of a new lawn mower including the trade in of the city's 2012 mower: RDO Equipment Co. for a 2015 John Deere 1550 for $8,091.68, and Fargo Tractor for a Kubota F2690 for $8,935.00.  It was noted that the lawn mower purchase is in the 2015 budget.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Johnson to purchase a 2015 John Deere 1550 lawn mower from RDO Equipment Co. in the amount of $8,091.68 after trade in, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the purchase of a 2015 Frontier box blade from RDO Equipment Co. for $2,208.04 (after trade in of the city's Bush Hog box blade), as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the dust control contract through Clay County for 15th Street in the amount of $1,276.80, as recommended by the Public Works Committee and included in the 2015 budget. Ayes: All. 

A discussion ensued regarding the request from the residents in Maple Ridge to include a portion of Maple Street in the dust control contract, at an additional cost of $322.56. It was questioned how effective it would be to apply the dust control to a portion of Maple Street when the entire parking lot for Riverbend Park is gravel. The graveled area was there prior to any development in the area.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to include Maple Street in the city's dust control contract through Clay County for an additional cost of $322.56. Aye: Mork. Nay: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the gravel purchase,  at an estimated cost of $4,446, for the gravel streets in Hawley, excluding Ridgeview Circle, as recommended by the Public Works Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve the cleaning contract with Design Cleaning, LLC for the new police building at $50/time two times a month, plus an extra charge of $10/time for shower cleaning, as recommended by the Public Works Committee and included in the 2015 budget. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed the information from Utility Service Partners, Inc. regarding their sewer/water warranty programs. The programs are now available to City of Hawley homeowners. Utility Service Partners will be sending letters to the homeowners giving them the opportunity to enroll in the programs. The programs are not available to commercial properties or trailer homes.

A discussion ensued regarding the request for street closures for the Rodeo Fest vendor fair. The individual organizing the vendor fair will be asked to attend a Public Works Committee meeting.

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley "HELP WANTED" Sign Agreement & Sign Permit.  The city is making  space on the city owned lot at 1302 Jetvig  Boulevard available to businesses located within the city limits to place a temporary portable sign to advertise for employees. The cost to the business is $75 and the sign can be displayed for up to 3 weeks.  It was noted that the space has its first rental right now with Cretex Concrete.  

Gunkelman encouraged residents to read the April City newsletter that was inserted with their April 1 utility bill.

Young gave the Council an update on the City of Hawley Comprehensive Plan/Sidewalk Master Plan. The next meeting of the Study Review Committee is scheduled for April 29th.

Young gave the Council a Heartland Trail update. The Clay County Trail Group is focusing on the completion of the trail between Hawley and Buffalo River State Park.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:

Mork informed the public that Clay County is holding a spring electronics collection at the Hawley Recycling Center on May 16th from 8:00 a.m. until noon. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve the following accounts payable $213,743.60.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

It was questioned if the city should go out for bids for legal, engineering, and auditing services as they have periodically done in the past. The matter was referred to committee.

Johnson and Mork updated the Council on the staffing for the police department. Officer Steer is the Acting Chief. A background check is being completed on a part-time officer who has been offered a full time position, contingent on the results of the background check. The personnel committee is reviewing the applications for Police Chief and part-time officers for potential candidates to interview.

Johnson announced that the Hawley Art Show will be held on April 17-19, 2015 at the Hawley Community Center.

There being no further business at 6:30 p.m. it was moved by Young, seconded by Joy that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: 4. Nay: Mork.
