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MAY 19, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, May 19, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Joy and Mork. Absent: Young and Gunkelman. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer and Enson Maattalay.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the request by the Hawley Jaycees to use the parking lot area north of City Hall for their annual Jaycees Cookout on Saturday, June 6, 2015. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the request by the  Hawley Community Club to use Front Street between 7th and 8th Streets for a Vendor Fair on Saturday, June 6, 2015. Indemnity agreements will be required for all vendors. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

It was noted that the recycling center will be closed on Saturday, June 6, 2015.

The Council reviewed the 5 portable sign permit applications for Breakfast on the Farm. Four of the permits have been signed by the property owners: Jimmy's Pizza, Lloyd Moser, State Agency of Hawley, and Unique Designs. The 5th permit is for the city owned lot west of the liquor store but the city was not asked for approval to place a sign there. All the signs are already placed and no sign permit fees have been paid.

It was discussed that for the future, a policy needs to be developed regarding multiple sign permits for a single event and fees to be charged. The matter was referred to the Government Services Committee.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the sign permit applications from Jimmy's Pizza, Lloyd Moser, State Agency of Hawley and Unique Designs for 2015 Breakfast on the Farm signs. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the request by the Hawley Women of Today to use 6th Street and the area around City Hall for their street dance on Friday, June 26, 2015, with the intersection of Front and 6th Streets not to be closed until 5:00 p.m. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

The Council reviewed the final pay request in the amount of $78,530.59 from Behrens Construction & Remodeling for the new police station project. There are a few punch list items that need to be completed.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve partial payment of $30,000 to Behrens Construction & Remodeling for the new Police Station remodeling project. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to accept the resignation from Part-Time Police Officer Cody Marvig, effective May 16, 2015. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.  The Council thanked Marvig for his service to the city and wished him the best of luck.

Mork reported on the request from Fuchs Sanitation, Inc. for a contract extension and garbage rate increases. Garbage rates have not increased since 2009 and Fuchs Sanitation's operating expenses have increased significantly  since 2009. A 12% increase is being proposed. For residential customers, the garbage rate would increase $1.70/month.  This increase will be effective with the July 1, 2015 billing so that notice of the increase can be given to customers ahead of time.

 A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the City of Hawley Garbage/Refuse Collection and Disposal Contract Addendum with Fuchs Sanitation, Inc. for May 1, 2015 through April 30, 2020. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve ORDINANCE 270 Amending City Code 3-8-1, Schedule B, Garbage Charges, Effective 7-1-2015 City of Hawley. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

The Council reviewed the resolution for the redemption and prepayment of the series 2010A refunding bonds. The city will save $4,650 in interest and free up $50,000 for general fund use in 2016/2017 by paying off the bonds early.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 15-19 Resolution Providing for the Redemption and Prepayment of the General Obligation Improvement Refunding Bonds, Series 2010A. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Joy announced that the City of Hawley Board of Adjustment will be holding a Public Hearing on May 28, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. to consider a Use Variance request for the construction of a building for individual storage units on a lot in the Industrial Park that does not have City sanitary sewer or water services. The public is invited to attend and/or submit written comments to City Hall.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the Application and Permit for a 1 Day to 4 Day Temporary On-Sale Liquor License submitted by the Hawley Jaycees for June 5 & 6, 2015 at the Rodeo Grounds and June 6th at the City Hall parking lot. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

Joy informed the Council that the liquor store sales to date through April, 2015 are up approximately $23,000 from 2014. The Council commended Liquor Store Manager Friesen and his staff.

Mork updated the Council on the Airport Commission's recommendation to proceed with a pavement rehabilitation project. Total project cost is $275,030 with $131,710 in federal funding, $110,260 in state funding, and $33,060 city cost.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve RESOLUTION 15-20 Taxilane & Hangar Apron Reconstruction - Hawley Municipal Airport Approving Plans and Specifications and Ordering Advertisement for Bids, as recommended by the Airport Commission, and contingent upon receiving State and Federal Funding. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Mork encouraged residents to read the City newsletter that will be distributed with their June 1 utility bills.  He also congratulated Rapat Corporation on their 40th Anniversary.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:
