[bookmark: _GoBack]HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MAY 4, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, May 4, 2015, in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Joy and Mork. Absent: Gunkelman. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Clay County Commissioner Frank Gross, Acting Police Chief Scott Steer and Police Officer Royce Wenner.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Attorney Baer swore in new Full Time Police Officer Royce Wenner.  He was welcomed to the Hawley Police by the Councilmembers.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve RESOLUTION 15-15 Declaring Royce Wenner as a Police Officer and to Become a Member of the Public Employees Retirement Association Police and Fire Plan. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve hiring Brian McCarthy as a part-time Liquor Store Clerk at Step 1 of the part-time pay scale, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the re-hiring of Kelly (Stras) Oliver as part-time Liquor Store Clerk at Step 3 of the part-time pay scale, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to hire Lucas Bentley and Joshua Sander as part-time Police Officers at Step 1 of the part-time pay scale, contingent on successful completion of their background checks and physical and psychological evaluations, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Johnson gave the Council an update on the Minnesota Mayor's Association Conference. He had an opportunity to meet with legislators as well as MPCA, DNR and MnDOT officials. Johnson attended a city street funding press conference held at the League of Minnesota Cities office. Cities are asking the Governor and Legislature to support an omnibus transportation funding bill that provides additional dedicated state funding for city streets.

A discussion ensued regarding the fire exit door on the northeast end of the Community Center. Years ago, an overhead door was replaced with a walk in door and the wall area was not built to make the door fit properly. The walk in door has been damaged and is currently unusable.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to approve the quote in the amount of $1,552.00 from Valley Home Improvement to replace the door and properly fix the entire door area on the northeast corner of the Community Center. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the invoice from MnDOT in the amount of $6,560.33 for salt/sand/winter mix used in the 2014-2015 season. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Memorandum of Understanding for Participation in Annual Operating Costs of the Red River Regional Dispatch Center was tabled and referred back to committee.

The City of Hawley Police Department Classroom Discrimination Policy was tabled and referred back to committee.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve RESOLUTION 15-17 Resolution Providing for the Redemption and Prepayment of the General Obligation Sewer Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2009A. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

It was noted that the city sewer fund will save approximately $5,000 in interest by paying off this bond early.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve the proposal from Arvig in the amount of $1,400.00 for the installation work and purchase of an additional camera for the security system at the liquor store, and $480 for a 5 year service agreement. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Joy stated that the City of Hawley's Phase 3 rehabilitation project will be added to Clay County's 5-Year Highway Construction Plan for the year 2020.  This project will replace the remaining cast iron watermains and the clay tile sanitary sewer mains.  

Joy informed the Council and public that the Clay County Highway Department will be holding a Public Input Meeting on May 13, 2015 regarding their 2015-2019 Proposed Construction Program. None of the proposed projects are around the City of Hawley.

The Council reviewed the proposal from Radco Restoration, Inc. to tuckpoint the outside bricks at City Hall. It was discussed that by doing a complete tuckpoint  project for $24,940 the building should be in good shape for many years. The Public Utilities Commission has agreed to pay for 2/3rd's of the project, making the city portion $8,314.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve the proposal from Radco Restoration, Inc. in the amount of $24,940.00 to struck joint all of the outside brick at city hall. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve RESOLUTION 15-18 Authorizing Interfund Loan Sewer Fund to General Fund for $8,000 for the City Hall tuckpoint project. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Young gave the Council an update on the Buffalo River Remeandering project. The Council reviewed the narrative and aerial photos of the project provided by Houston Engineering, Inc.

Young gave the Council an update on the City of Hawley Comprehensive Plan/Sidewalk Master Plan progress.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Mork urged residents to read the City newsletter that was inserted with their May 1 utility bills.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the following accounts payable $129,042.23.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

There being no further business at 6:30 p.m. it was moved by Young, seconded by Joy that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.
