HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JUNE 6, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, June 6, 2016, in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Absent: Young. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Clay County Commissioner Frank Gross, and Enson Maattala.

Frank Gross gave the Council a Clay County update discussing such issues as the proposed new jail/correctional facility, the county highway 33 project scheduled for 2020, solid waste and the new county shop building being constructed at the Clay County Landfill. Gross stated that the County Commissioners plan to begin meeting with the cities in the county at least once a year.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Johnson stated that the City of Hawley has received a petition for annexation from Gregory Larson. Baer stated that the property proposed to be annexed is 2 parcels consisting of approximately 8 acres west of Petermann's 1st Addition. It would be an Annexation by Ordinance. The City is required to hold a public hearing on the annexation. Larson reported that he met with Hawley Township and they have approved the annexation of the property.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to schedule a Public Hearing for July 18, 2016 at 6:15 p.m. to discuss the annexation of 2 parcels of land west of Petermann's 1st Addition. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council reviewed the following 2 quotes for timers for the Westgate Park and Riverbend Park restrooms: Curt's Lock & Key Service for $3,194.92 and Lynn Johnson Lock & Key Service for $3,985.50. Johnson stated that this would bring the doors up to code and ensure that no one would get locked in the restrooms when the timers lock the facilities.  The park restroom timer quotes were referred to the Hawley Park Board.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to approve the Waiver of Liability and Indemnity Agreement with the Hawley Golden Riders for use of the Rodeo Grounds. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to approve the Waiver of Liability and Indemnity Agreement with the Hawley Roping Club for use of the Rodeo Grounds. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the request by the Hawley Roping Club to keep 13-15 roping steers at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds starting May 24, 2016 to October 15, 2016. They have the proper insurance. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Gunkelman updated the Council on the Study Review Committee Comprehensive & Sidewalk Plan. There will be a joint Planning Commission/City Council meeting scheduled for the end of June to review the plan. The public is invited to attend.

The Council reviewed information from the City of Glyndon regarding a TAP/Safe Routes to School Infrastructure Grant they received from a cooperative application with Clay County.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to request a cooperative TAP/Safe Routes to School Infrastructure grant  application with Clay County for the City of Hawley 2020 Phase 3 project including sidewalks and a Heartland Trail route. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A discussion ensued regarding information from the League of Minnesota Cities on the following new laws: Partition Fence Viewing Exemption, Temporary Dwelling Legislation Becomes Law, and LMC Offers Sample Ordinance to Opt Out of New Health Care Dwelling Law. The information was referred to the Planning Commission. Baer will research the new laws.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to adopt the 2016 Job Descriptions for the Chief of Police, Clerk Treasurer, Public Utilities Superintendent, Public Works Superintendent and Liquor Store Manager, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to modify the interview process for Part Time Positions to allow the  Department Heads to do the actual interviews and then make a recommendation to the City Council for hiring, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the renewal of the City of Hawley Health Insurance Plan with HealthPartners (G$500-$25-75%) at a 10% rate increase, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

It was noted that this increase was included in the 2016 budget. HealthPartners has discontinued the second option plan so the City will no longer offer two health plan alternatives. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Johnson to accept the letter of resignation from Part-Time Liquor Store Clerk Beth Swanson, effective June 1, 2016. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to hire Drew Thompson as a Part-Time Seasonal Park Assistant at Grade 2, Step 1 ($9.84), as recommended by Public Works Superintendent Kluck and the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve ORDINANCE 272 Amending 3-8-1 Master Fee Schedule City of Hawley. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the Hawley Firemen’s Relief Association Application to Conduct Off-Site Gambling – Raffle on 10-13-16 as submitted. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 16-21 Accepting Donations and Authorizing Expenditure Burgers and Beers Event. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Joy read a card from the Honor Flight Committee thanking the City of Hawley and the Hawley Liquor Store for their donation of the proceeds from the "Burgers & Beers" event.

Joy invited everyone to the Rodeo Fest activities this week.

Johnson gave the Council an update on the May 24, 2016 Heartland Trail meeting. There was a lot of discussion on the possible route having a trail head in the Buffalo River State Park and connecting to Hawley.

Johnson informed the Council that the following 4 bids were received for the Hawley Municipal Airport 2016 Crack Repair project: Northwest Asphalt & Maintenance for $65,662.50, Astech Corp for $68,872.75, ATA (All Things Asphalt) for $93,016.25 and Fahrner Asphalt Sealers for $145,675.25. The project is eligible for Federal and State funding.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 16-22 2016 Crack Repair - Hawley Municipal Airport Awarding Bid. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Johnson stated that 3 bids were received for the Airport Taxilane & Apron Improvements project: Hough, Inc. for $417,994.90, Sellin Brothers, Inc. for $450,427.00, and Central Specialists, Inc. for $530,345.16.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 16-23 2016 New Taxilane & Apron Improvements - Hawley Municipal Airport Awarding Bid, contingent on receiving State and Federal Funding approval for the project. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:
