HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JULY 18, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, July 18, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Gary E. Johnson, Ben Gunkelman, James Joy, Sean Mork, and Carlos Diaz. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Marc Ness, Rachel Hewson, Jaret Hewson, Tyson Hajicek, Tom McSparron, and Enson Maattala.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 5. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Gunkelman to approve Res 16-31, Additional/Revised Appointments for the remainder of 2016.  Ayes: 5.

Johnson updated the Council on his LMC training on Running Effective Meetings and Leading with Civility he recently attended.

Johnson updated the Council on the July 21st preconstruction meeting for the Airport Crack Repair project. 

Tyson Hajicek updated the Council on the Ridgeview Circle Utility Improvement bids, to install water service and sanitary sewer service lines to the home at 2119 Ridgeview Circle, that were opened earlier in the day.  Five bids were received ranging from $37,349.25 to $66,545.00.   The apparent low bidder is Hough, Inc. of Detroit Lakes.

Hajicek prepared an Engineer’s Opinion of Probable Costs to include tapping, engineer’s fees, and contingencies for a total $54,000.00.   He met with property owners, Jaret and Rachel Hewson, earlier today and discussed in detail the project, actual bid costs, and assessment of those costs.  The project is being built to meet State Plumbing code.

Rachel Hewson asked if there was any legal action that the City has taken against their property.  City Attorney Baer responded that no legal proceedings have been taken by the City on the Hewson property, and by proceeding with this project they will be in full compliance with the City.

Jaret and Rachel Hewson gave the Council a signed Agreement of Assessment and Waiver of Irregularity and Appeal as owners of Lot 5, Block 9, Prairie Hills Estates Addition, to build the project as proposed and to assess 100% of the cost of $54,000 to their property, over 20 years at 4 percent interest.  They also granted a temporary construction easement.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve Res 16-32 Awarding Bid for the Hewson Project #1 to apparent low bidder Hough, Inc. of Detroit Lakes.  Ayes: 5.

The Council thanked the Hewsons for working with the City to bring their home into compliance with water and sanitary sewer hooked into the City system.

Gunkelman reported that Bill Christian, Executive Director of FM Metro COG, has been in contact with the City.  He has appointed a different staff person, David Burns, to work on the Hawley Comprehensive Plan Update.  There will be a meeting to include Burns, Christian, Gunkelman and Jetvig to work out the remaining details for the project.  He also stated that he will plan to attend the SRC meetings as his schedule allows. 

Tom McSparron appeared before the Council with a West Central Initiative(WCI) update. West Central Initiative staff works every day to strengthen the economy of the region so that families, communities and businesses can thrive.  They remain committed to "Uniting ideas and resources to help people and communities create a better tomorrow." WCI is requesting  that the City of Hawley  continue their support with a commitment of $2,000 to WCI in 2017. The Council will consider the request.

Attorney Baer informed the Council that M State has signed the Assignment of Lease to transfer the 4 existing BES leases to the City of Hawley.  He will be sending an official notice to the leasees that the new lease holder is the City of Hawley.

Mork reported that Chief Backlund has received a 50/50 grant to upgrade the DPS Computers in the squads in the amount of $1,361.  Chief Backlund is proposing to use the grant and some of the forfeiture funds from DUIs to install new computers and printers in the squad cars.  

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve Res 16-29 releasing police forfeiture funds and budget adjustments.  Ayes: 5.  The Council thanked Chief Backlund for his work to secure this grant.

Mork reported that there is an Emergency Response District and a Hawley Area Fire District meeting scheduled for July 20th.  

Diaz updated the Council on the cleanup from storm damage on the weekend of July 9 & 10.  The City storm sewer system worked as designed and was able to handle the large rainfall amounts.  City crews worked with Carr’s Tree service to cut down and haul away the damaged and dangerous trees on City property and City boulevards.  City staff worked to haul away property owner’s branches that were brought to the curbside all week long.  The Council thanked City residents for chipping in and helping each other after the storms.

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

At 6:15 p.m. Mayor Johnson called to Order Public Hearing on Annexation Petition to City of Hawley for Residential use of property in both R-1 & R-3 zoning by Gregg & Sarah Larson.  The City received a petition of 100% of property owners for Parcel #13.0023001 & 13.002.3002 (8.15 Acres) that is adjacent to the City of Hawley.  This property is currently in Hawley Township.  The Parcels are North of US Highway 10 and just north of the Leonard St and Hartford Street intersection.  The proper petition, application, and fees have been received by the City of Hawley and official notices have been published and mailed to consider this petition. 

Johnson welcomed those present and introduced the Councilmembers and asked all present to sign in.
City Attorney Baer gave a brief introduction of the proceeding process and procedures.  Owners Gregory and Sarah Larson have already met with the Hawley Township Board and have signed and submitted to the Hawley City Council a petition for annexation of their unincorporated property into the City of Hawley, Pursuant to MN Statutes § 414.033 Subdivision 2(3), Permitting Annexation by Ordinance.  This property is less than 9 acres, is in the Hawley Comprehensive Plan growth area, is adjacent to the Hawley City Limits, and development will make it urban in nature.
Gregg Larson stated that he and his wife purchased this property in order to develop it into residential housing – both single family and multiple family.  He wishes to preserve the trees and make this area a neighborhood residential area.   They want to be annexed and be served with City infrastructure to allow the best development of this property.  He believes it will be an asset to the City.
Attorney Baer asked Larson if he had information on electric service to his property and if he was in favor of having the City of Hawley serve the electric utilities to his annexed area as it is currently in the Wild Rice Electric service territory.  Larson stated that he is requesting that his property be served by the City of Hawley electric utilities.
Mayor Johnson called for comments or questions from all those present.
Enson Maattala stated that he thought it was a good idea to annex and develop this area.
Mayor Johnson called for comments or questions a second time.
Mayor Johnson stated that no written comments were received.
Mayor Johnson made a final call for comments or questions.
At 6:28 p.m. the Mayor closed the Public Hearing.
A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to adopt Ordinance 273 Annexing Land Located in Hawley Township, Clay Clounty, MN, Pursuant to MN Statutes § 414.033 Subdivision 2(3), Permitting Annexation by Ordinance.  Ayes: 5.
Attorney Baer was asked to submit the proper documents to officially record the annexation.
Gregg Larson submitted the Preliminary & Final Plat for Autumn View Addition to the City of Hawley for the review/approval process simultaneously. He submitted the property paperwork and fees. His engineer, Jonathan Lowry, updated the Council on the two block, twelve lot subdivision.  Larson is leaving Lot 1, Block 1 as a 2-acre parcel that will be further subdivided in the future.  As a developer and builder, Larson plans to sell the lots and work with the buyers to build them unique homes. 
The Council sent the Preliminary & Final Plat for Autumn View Addition to the Planning Commission to hold a public hearing and review, so that they can come back with a recommendation for the Council.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The City received a petition for local improvements from Gregory R. & Sarah Larson (100% of Property Owners) for the Autumn View Addition dated July 18, 2016. They are petitioning that such street be improved by initial installation of 36’ wide Leonard Street with cul-de-sac, Curb and Gutter, Water mains and services, Sanitary Sewer mains & services, Storm Sewer main and storm water retention basin. Clerk Treasurer Jetvig found it to be in proper form and to be signed by the required number of owners of the property.
Larson asked the Council to proceed with the engineering for local improvements as he would like to have the infrastructure installed yet in 2016.  He understands that if everything goes as quickly as possible, water, sanitary sewer, storm sewer and gravel street should be able to be installed yet this year.  That would leave curb and gutter and pavement for 2017.
Engineer Hajicek told the Council that he has been working with Larson and City staff to work as efficiently as possible.  If authorized to proceed, he should be able to have engineering information for the Council for the August 8th meeting.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to approve Res 16-33 Declaring Adequacy of Petition and Ordering Preparation of Report Autumn View Addition.  Ayes: 5.
A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following accounts payable $ $131,942.64.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

The Council changed their August Council meetings to one meeting scheduled for August 8, 2016 at 5:30 p.m.

There being no further business at 6:45 p.m. it was moved by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: 5.
