HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JULY 27, 2015

Pursuant to due notice and call, an emergency meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, July 27, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Joy and Mork.  Absent: Gunkelman.  Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Liquor Store Manager Friesen, and Public Works Superintendent Kluck.

Mayor Johnson stated that this emergency Council meeting is being held to discuss two time sensitive issues:  Considering purchasing of a Street Sweeper, and Consider Personnel Committee recommendation on hiring a Liquor Store Clerk – Lead – Full Time Prorated (80%) position.  He stated that no other items can be discussed by the Council at this meeting.

Public Works Superintendent Kluck explained in detail that he has found and test drove a 2007 Elgin Pelican Street Sweeper that he believes will fit the needs of Hawley and can replace the 1989 sweeper we have.  The vendor, Sanitation Products from Fargo, will sell the equipment for $85,000, and give us $5,000 for our trade in old sweeper.  They will haul the equipment to us at no extra charge.  In addition, this equipment can be purchased on a lease through Kinetic Leasing, Inc. at $17,084 per year for 5 years, with the first payment due July 2016.

Joy reported that he made some contacts and because of the size, diesel engine, and those he talked to, he believes that this sweeper is a good deal for the City of Hawley.  

Mork asked if the City would be swept more often if this better machine was purchased.  Kluck stated that streets could be done more frequently, and the only reason it is not done more now is because of the very poor condition of our current sweeper.

It was reported that the City does have approximately $17,500 in an investment savings account earmarked for street/snow removal equipment.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve the purchase of a 2007 Elgin street sweeper, with trade in of our current machine, and entering into a lease agreement at $17,084 per year for 5 years to pay for it.  Ayes:   4  Absent: 1.

Kluck told the Council that the lease can be prepaid at any time without a penalty.

Mork reported to the Council that they held interviews just prior to this meeting and they talked to several good candidates for the Liquor Store Clerk – Lead prorated full time positon at 32 hours per week.  The Personnel Committee is recommending to hire a candidate based upon past experience and their ability to step right in to the position.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to take the recommendation of the Personnel Committee and hire Rhonda Smith for the Liquor Store Clerk – Lead prorated full time positon at 32 hours per week, on Grade 5, Step 2, ($14.88/hr).  Ayes: 4  Absent: 1.
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At 7:19 p.m. it was moved by Mork, seconded by Joy that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: 4.  Absent: 1.
