HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
AUGUST 24, 2015

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, August 24, 2015 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer and Police Chief Backlund.

Young informed the Council that he has received positive comments regarding Chief Backlund introducing himself to residents and businesses.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

Mork stated that Police Chief Backlund is doing some research on the Memorandum of Understanding with Clay County for participation in the Annual Operating Costs of the Red River Regional Dispatch Center. The matter was tabled.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve RESOLUTION 15-29 Accepting Donations designated to "Night to Unite". Ayes: All. 

Police Chief Backlund appeared before the Council requesting that the Restricted Police Forfeiture Funds(DUI), in the amount of $2,999.50, be released for the purchase of 4 squad car computers.  The current computers all have operating systems that are no longer supported and need to be updated. Backlund has a quote from Toshiba in the amount of $3,159.92.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Young to approve RESOLUTION 15-28 Approving the Release of Police Forfeiture Funds, and Budget Adjustments. Ayes: All. 

Young gave the Council an Emergency Response District update. HERT, Inc. responded to a record number of calls in 2014. They believe the call count will be even higher for 2015.

Young gave the Council a Fire District update. There have been 59 fire calls in 2015, of which 26 were cancelled. The fire department has responded to 10 mutual aid calls. The fire department is purchasing a new pick-up.

Young informed the Council that due to the passing of Jim Bortnem, a new representative is needed on the proposed fire department building committee. That committee sent request for proposals for architectural services have been sent out and are due back by September 1, 2015. There is a special Fire District meeting scheduled for September 23, 2015, to discuss two issues: architects proposals and how to pay for these services.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Gunkelman to nominate Mayor Johnson as Co-Chair of the Fire District Building Committee. Ayes: 4. Abstain: Johnson.

The Council reviewed MnDOT's 2015 District 4 construction projects, and tentative 2016-2019 District 4 construction projects.

The Council reviewed the information from MnDOT regarding Safe Routes to School Non-Infrastructure Eligibility Changes. Jetvig stated that this will be addressed in the City's new Master Plan.

A discussion ensued regarding the Minnesota Department of Employment and Economic Development 2015 Minnesota Business Assistance Form for Non-JOBZ Projects for Cretex Concrete Products, Inc. Jetvig reported that as part of their business subsidy agreement Cretex was required to create 15 full-time equivalent jobs with a wage of at least $13/hour. They are reporting that they have created 12 full-time equivalent jobs with a wage of at least $13/hour, and 26 full-time equivalent jobs with a wage of at least $15/hour. Cretex has exceeded all their requirements and is in good standing with the state and the city.

Johnson stated that the City of Hawley Economic Development Authority intends to sell the residential lot at 314 Main Street. Information on the sale of the lot will be in the City newsletter inserted with the September 1, 2015 utility bills, published in the Hawley Herald and posted on-line.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 15-30 Resolution Declaring Cost to be Assessed, and Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment Special Service Charges for House Demolition 314 Main Street. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 15-31 Resolution for Hearing on Proposed Assessment Special Service Charges for House Demolition 314 Main Street. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:
