HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 12, 2016

Pursuant to due notice and call a special meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, September 12, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Vice-Mayor Gunkelman with the following members present: Ben Gunkelman, James Joy, Sean Mork and Carlos Diaz. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, Stacey Riedberger and Gregg Larson.

Gunkelman stated that the Hawley City Council has called this Special Meeting to discuss 3 agenda items. Only these three items can be discussed at this meeting: Autumn View Addition, On-Street Walk/Bike Path and the Hawley Jaycees Temporary Liquor License.

Mayor Gary E. Johnson arrived at 5:02 p.m.

Autumn View Addition developer Gregg Larson informed the Council that he and his wife Sarah have signed the Developer's Agreement and the Agreement of Assessment and Waiver of Irregularity and Appeal. Larson presented the signed forms to Jetvig.

It was discussed that the Contingencies cost for the Autumn View Addition project were revised making the total project cost $498,288.89 rather than $516,000.

Larson suggested to the Council that for future projects any funds remaining after a project is completed could be earmarked for a project for future street repairs on that street, etc. Larson stated that he feels the city could take some risk for these development projects as they are a benefit to the city.

Mork noted that the Hawley Public Utilities provides for the extension of electricity and natural gas into the development areas at no charge to the developer.

Gunkelman questioned the wording in the Developer's Agreement "Cash Payment in Lieu of Park Land Dedication amount of $5,500 will be deferred until Owners apply for resubdivision of Lot 1, Block 1, and at that time it will be paid by Owners to the City". If Larson sells this lot does the $5,500 just disappear?

Johnson stated that he believes Larson would not be responsible for that $5,500, but if the new owner requests a resubdivision of the lot, the payment could come back into play.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the Developer's Agreement dated September 12, 2016, between Gregory and Sarah Larson and the City of Hawley for Autumn View Addition. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the Agreement of Assessment and Waiver of Irregularity and Appeal Autumn View Addition - Initial Installation of Infrastructure by Gregory and Sarah Larson and dated September 12, 2016. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 16-38 Resolution Accepting Bid Autumn View Addition. Ayes: All. 

Engineer Hajicek informed the Council that the contractor plans to begin the project the last week of September or first week of October. This is contingent on Wild Rice Electric getting the underground power line relocated. If for some reason Wild Rice Electric cannot get the line relocated this fall, the contract states that the contractor has to hold their bid prices until next spring.

Larson thanked the Council for working with him on this development. The Council thanked Larson for bringing this housing development to the City of Hawley.

The Council reviewed the bids for the proposed On-Street walk/bike path "test" project. The estimated total project cost is $35,000. 

Hajicek presented the Council with more cost effective options such as striping an oversized parking lane that would have ample room for walking within that lane.

Another option would be to have a walking lane next to the curb and a parking lane beyond that farther out into the street. This option could cause concerns with visibility at the intersections, snow plowing and educating drivers about the parking.

A lengthy discussion ensued. 

Riedberger informed the Council that Public Works Superintendent Kluck is concerned about snow plowing in this test area if the parking gets pushed further out into the street as this is an area where the snow really blows in.

Hajicek reported that the Council has the option to reject all bids. He noted that the Council is considering drastic reductions and changes in the project from what was bid.

A motion was made by Diaz, seconded by Joy to reject RESOLUTION 16-39 Resolution Accepting Bid On-Street Multi-Use Facility, thus rejecting all bids. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman directing Engineer Hajicek to get quotes for a strictly striping project for an On-Street Multi-Use Facility on the same streets as the original proposal. Ayes: All. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made by Diaz, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Hawley Jaycees Application and Permit for a 1 Day to 4 Day Temporary On-Sale Liquor License for October 15, 2016, at the Hawley Community Center, contingent on receipt of the application fee by 5:00 p.m. on September 16, 2016. Ayes: All. 

There being no further business at 5:40 p.m. it was moved by Johnson, seconded by Joy that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: All. 
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
