HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 6, 2016

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, September 6, 2016 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Gary E. Johnson, Ben Gunkelman, James Joy, Sean Mork, and Carlos Diaz. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, Marc Ness and Stacey Riedberger.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

Engineer Hajicek reported that the following 4 bids were received for the proposed Autumn View Addition project: RL Larson Excavating, Inc. for $380,558.39, Sellin Brothers, Inc. for $384,584.89, KPH, Inc. for $387,974.60 and Hough, Inc. for $407,341.05. The estimated total project cost is $516,000.

Hajicek informed the Council that Wild Rice Electric has an underground power line that needs to be re-located before the project can be completed. They have indicated that they should be able to have the line moved by the end of September. RL Larson Excavating has indicated that they are not planning to mobilize to the site until late September - early October to complete the work related for Milestone 1, which has a completion date of October 28, 2016 and includes all work except the placement of curb and gutter and bituminous surfacing.

Baer noted that the developers met with the Council Committee of the Whole prior to this meeting regarding the project, bids, costs, and the Developer's Agreement. In order to give the Developer more time a special City Council meeting has been scheduled for September 12, 2016 at 5:00 p.m.  If the Developer wishes to proceed with the project they will sign the Developer's Agreement and the Agreement of Assessment and Waiver of Irregularity & Appeal and present them to the Council at the special meeting.

The Autumn View Addition project was tabled until the September 12, 2016 Special Council meeting.

Jetvig informed the Council that the developer took the Autumn View Addition plat to Clay County for recording, but were unable to get it recorded because the annexation of the property has not been recorded yet.  The State Office of Administrative Hearings is still reviewing the annexation and we are waiting on that paperwork.

The Council reviewed/approved the Federal paperwork for the Hawley Municipal Airport to receive a grant in the amount of $317,336.  This grant is for 2 projects: to complete the crack repair, and tarmac project for the future construction of a new 8 unit T hangar at the airport. The construction of the hangar is at least a year away.

Engineer Hajicek informed the Council that the following 3 bids were received for the proposed on-street walking/biking path "test" project: Swanston Equipment Company for $24,375.50, AAA Striping Service Co. for $25,206.00 and Northstar Safety, Inc. for $27,766.00. The estimated total project cost is $35,000.

Hajicek stated that to put the project in perspective, if the City were going to install 5 foot wide concrete sidewalks for walking the cost would be $185,000 - $200,000.

The Council expressed  concern regarding the cost of the proposed project. A lengthy discussion ensued regarding ways to do the project more cost effectively.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Johnson to refer the walking/biking path project back to committee to work with the engineer. Ayes: 4. Nay: Gunkelman.

Gunkelman gave the Council a Study Review Committee Comprehensive & Sidewalk Plan update. Gunkelman reviewed the goals and objectives chapter for the City of Hawley Comprehensive Plan.

Gunkelman gave the Council a Heartland Trail update.

Joy gave the Council a liquor store update.

Joy informed the Council that David Drown Associates, Inc. has been working on the refinancing of the city's 2008 Liquor Store Revenue Bonds. The original interest rate on the bonds was 6.5% and the refunding rate will be 3.25%, representing a savings of approximately $48,000 over the remaining life of the bonds. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 16-40 Resolution Providing for the Redemption and Prepayment of the Liquor Store Net Revenue Bonds, Series 2008A. Ayes: All. 

Joy stated that the Government Services committee has met with all the department heads regarding their 2017 budgets.

Johnson stated that he would like the Park Board to consider the installation of a bicycle station that has tools and a manual pump where individuals could repair their bikes.  He suggested the police department parking lot as a good place for this.

Mork informed the Council that Police Chief Backlund has requested that the city review the ordinances. Mork will work with Backlund on the matter. Council and public input is welcome. Backlund has been working with the state to get a traffic study completed at the Highway 10/15th Street intersection.

Diaz informed the Council that the storm sewer repairs on O'Donnell Street and 6th and Hobart Streets, and the Safe Path sidewalk repairs have all been completed by Key Contracting, Inc.

Diaz stated that the city's received a bid for the used mosquito sprayer from the City of Campbell for $2,400.  A motion was made by Diaz, seconded by Mork to approve the sale to the City of Campbell for $2,400.  Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Diaz, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Application and Permit for a Temporary On-Sale Liquor License by the Hawley Women of Today for October 8, 2016, at the Hawley Community Center. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Diaz, seconded by Gunkelman to add the Hawley Jaycees temporary liquor license application to the September 12, 2016, Special City Council Meeting Agenda. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:
