HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
NOVEMBER 3, 2014

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, November 3, 2014 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Police Chief Macon, Marc Ness, and Angela Tait.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Johnson gave an update on the Cretex Concrete Products Open House.  He congratulated Cretex on their impressive new manufacturing facility and wished them success.  

Johnson reminded the Council and public that the winter parking restrictions are in effect from November 1 - April 1. In commercial districts there is no street parking allowed from 2:00 a.m. to 6 a.m. for snow removal.

The Council reviewed the one page City newsletter that was included as an insert with the November 1, 2014 utility bills.

Gunkelman stated that the Clay County Board of Commissioners has passed a resolution to continue to participate in the two-year residential property tax abatement program for 2015 and 2016.  It was the feeling of the Council that there is benefit to the City to also participate in the program, to encourage new housing starts. The Hawley School District will be asked to also extend their abatement. The matter was referred to the Government Services Committee.

The Council reviewed 2 quotes to replace the city's GIS computer: $1,270 for a new system, and $950 for a refurbished system that would be slightly better than what we currently have. Jetvig informed the Council that this computer is used for zoning, to print high quality maps and has the city's waterline and gas line mappings on it. There are funds in the budget to replace the computer that the city has had since 2008.  

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Young to purchase a new Dell computer system, at a cost of $1,270, to replace the city's GIS computer. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the 2015 renewal property schedule from the League of Minnesota Cities listing all the properties that the City of Hawley insures. Joy stated that the City spends approximately $60,000 a year on insurance but has been eligible for a rebate at the end of the year.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork that the City of Hawley not waive the monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by Minnesota Statutes 466.04, as recommended by Attorney Baer. Ayes: All. 

Mork updated the Council on the October 31, 2014 police department open house. Approximately 110 children and 50 adults attended.

Mork gave the Council an update on the LMC Regional Meeting.

Young updated the Council on the BRRWD Buffalo River remeandering project.

Young informed the Council that the Hawley Municipal Airport's Master Plan and Airport Layout Plan have been completed and sent to MnDOT for their approval. Johnson thanked the Airport Commission for all their efforts.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following consent items:

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Johnson to approve the following accounts payable $97,868.85.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All.
