HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
OCTOBER 20, 2014

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, October 20, 2014 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Vice-Mayor Young with the following members present: Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Absent: Mayor Johnson. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Police Chief Macon, Engineer Hajicek, Marc Ness, Angela Tait and Carlos Diaz.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Engineer Hajicek informed the Council that the 2013 Cretex Industrial Park Street & Utility Improvements project is completed. The closeout documents were presented.  The project came in under budget.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to approve Partial Payment No. 8 - Final to Sellin Brothers, Inc. in the amount of $57,951.38 for the 2013 Street & Utility Improvements project, as recommended by Moore Engineering, Inc. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Young to approve Moore Engineering, Inc. invoice #8848 in the amount of $4,885 for the 2013 Street & Utility Improvements project. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

The Council asked that Hajicek and Public Works Superintendent Kluck keep monitoring the north 2 blocks of 6th Street for potential damage caused by construction equipment/trucks using the residential street during the school construction project.

A discussion ensued regarding the portion of the Highway 10 & 31/33 project for the Hobart Street mill & overlay & Main Street sidewalk replacement. The City has a Memorandum of Understanding with Clay County to pay 40% of the project costs, up to a total project cost of $100,000.  The work has been completed.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the invoice from the Clay County Highway Department in the amount of $40,000 for the Project CP 14-633-01 Hobart Street Mill & Overlay & Sidewalk Placement. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council reviewed the MnDOT invoice for $5,607.26 for sand and salt used by the City of Hawley during the winter of 2013-2014. It was noted that the bill for the City's sand/salt usage for 2012-2013 was $6,148.34.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to approve the invoice from MnDOT in the amount of $5,607.26 for sand and salt used during the winter of 2013-2014. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Gunkelman informed the Council and public that the recycling center will go to winter hours of Mondays and Thursdays from 4:00 to 7:00 p.m., and Saturdays from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m., effective November 1, 2014.

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley, Minnesota Continuing Disclosure Report for Bonds for Year Ending December 31, 2013 as prepared by David Drown Associates. The report was filed for the City on October 14, 2014.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to accept the proposal from KRCQ Radio for Plan A to advertise for all Nugget post season volleyball and football games at a rate of $77.00 per game. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Joy gave the Council a liquor store update. Year to date sales for 2014 are up 8% from 2013. The store could reach $1 million in sales for 2014.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the budgeted $600 donation to the Hawley Food Pantry through the Liquor Store/MMBA Coors Light Food Drive. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council reviewed the quote from Paramount Lighting & Landscaping in the amount of $626.40 for the installation, service, takedown, replacement and storage of Christmas lights on the front of the liquor store building, or $1,183.20 for the front and 2 sides of the building.

Joy questioned how noticeable the lights would be with the big lighted flashing advertising sign the store has in the front of its lot. Mork questioned why we would be paying for storage when we do not own the lights.  It was questioned if City staff could install lights on the front of the store, or if a holiday greeting could be run on their lighted advertising sign.


A motion was made by Young to accept the quote from Paramount Lighting & Landscaping in the amount of $626.40 for the commercial full service Christmas decorating of the front of the liquor store building. There was no second to the motion.  The issue was sent back to the liquor committee.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to hire Rhonda Smith as a part time liquor store clerk on step 1 of the part time pay scale as recommended by the Liquor Committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the 2015 liquor fund budget of $1,100,000 in revenues and $1,099,913 in expenditures as recommended by the liquor committee. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Joy asked about the 1 hour parking signs on the west side of the north portion of Michael Street South and the north side of the east portion of Jetvig Boulevard. Joy questioned if the 1 hour parking signs were going to be removed now that the construction projects are completed. It was noted that the signs were installed due to the traffic congestion that was being caused by the RDO Equipment and AmericInn Hotel construction projects by Council action.  It would take Council action to change the signage.  It was noted that beginning November 1 all commercial and industrial streets have no overnight parking for snow removal. The matter was referred to committee.

Mork stated that HERT, Inc. wishes to purchase insurance through the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust(LMCIT). The city needs to declare HERT an instrumentality of the city and request that the LMCIT cover them. The city has done this for the last few years.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 14-32 Resolution Requesting Coverage for a Non-Profit Corporation. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council reviewed the information from the League of Minnesota Cities regarding a Fire Department slip, trip and fall prevention visit/survey completed with the Hawley Area Fire Department on October 2, 2014. The primary purpose of the visit was to help identify areas and job tasks where there is known potential for fire fighters to slip, trip or fall.

Mork reminded the Council and public of the Police Department Open House on October 31, 2014 from 3:30 to 6:30 p.m. There will be treats for anyone in a Halloween costume.

Mork gave the Council an update on the U of M/MnDOT/Cities project with manufacturers regarding Manufacturer's Perspectives on Transportation.

Young informed the Council that the city's electric utility franchise and gas utility franchise with the Hawley Public Utilities Commission expire on January 31, 2015. It is being proposed that the franchises be extended for 25 years to January 31, 2040.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Mork to approve ORDINANCE NO. 268 An Ordinance Amending the Electric Utility Franchise and the Gas Utility Franchise Extending the Franchise to January 31, 2040. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Young updated the Council on the BRRWD Buffalo River remeandering project.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The council reviewed the M State Business & Entrepreneurial Services(BES) Marketing Summary & Media Suggestions. It was discussed that there are several offices available in the Hawley BES incubator building.  Jetvig stated that M State has agreed to share a booth with the City of Hawley at the Business After Hours event in Detroit Lakes on November 20, 2014. This will be an opportunity to promote the Hawley BES incubator program.

The Council reviewed the Minnesota Department of Employment and Economic Development(DEED) Business and Community Development Resource Guide.

Young gave the Council an Airport Commission update. The airport Master Plan is almost completed.

Young updated the Council on the Greater Minnesota Parks & Trails Annual Meeting.

Young gave the Council an update on the Minnesota Association of Small Cities Board Meeting. Among items discussed were transportation and Local Government Aid.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:
