HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
OCTOBER 6, 2014

[bookmark: _GoBack]The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, October 6, 2014 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer, Angela Tait, and Police Chief Macon.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

A discussion ensued regarding the property at 2119 Ridgeview Circle. When the property was platted 2002 (Lots 1 through 9, Block 9, Prairie Hills Estates Addition), City streets, sewer and water were not extended into that Block. The owners of the entire Block 9, were given an extension from the City Ordinance requirement that all properties within city limits be connected to city sewer/water.  They were allowed to keep their existing private well and septic system to serve their home on lot 5 until such time that the owners wanted to sell off their lots and they petition for City water and sewer into the block they owned.  They were required to file a “conversion of private water/sewer” every two years, which would allow testing of the well.  The owners never filed a form nor had their private systems tested.  In winter 2013 the owners sold their existing home and divided ownership of the other 8 lots without any notification to the City.  Upon inspection in the spring, the new owners found that the private septic system had failed, was leaking, was never permitted or inspected, and did not meet state requirements for the 4 bedroom home.  They also reported that the existing septic system was not located on the lot they own.

Baer stated that the new owners of the property are asking for a further extension of time to hook up to city sewer/water. It was the consensus of the Council that city sewer/water is available to the property and they need to connect to the city services.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to begin legal proceedings, as recommended by Baer, against the property owners of 2119 Ridgeview Circle as they have not followed the direction of the City  to dismantle their private septic system and well and connect to the City of Hawley's sewer and water services. Ayes: All.

It was noted that the  properties north of Highway 10 on the eastern edge of the city had also been sent hook up enforcement letters and they are cooperating to get connected to the city sewer/water services.
The Council reviewed the quote from Arvig for the phone system at the new police department building. Jetvig recommended purchasing rather than renting. The cost for the phone and voicemail systems is approximately $3,900. The system would consist of 2 phone lines, 9 telephones including 1 speaker phone.   

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the quote from Arvig for $3,900 for a phone system and voicemail system at the new police department building at 818 Front Street. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed the 09/29/14 letter regarding the MnDOT/University of Minnesota project with cities and manufacturers regarding their transportation needs and priorities. Young, Jetvig and Mork will participate in the project training.

Gunkelman informed the Council that changes to SEC regulations now require cities to provide limited or full annual financial information for some of their bond issues. This continuing disclosure is generally required for all issues over $1 million. The City of Hawley now has several bonds subject to 3 types of disclosure: "Old Limited" Disclosure, "New Limited" Disclosure, and "Full Disclosure".

The Council reviewed the proposal from Financial Advisor David Drown to file the Full Disclosure Report and the audit for the New Limited Disclosure for the City of Hawley.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the Municipal Bond Continuing Disclosure Services agreement with David Drown Associates for $400 for filing the City of Hawley's Full Disclosure Report and $200 for filing the audit for the "New Limited" Disclosure, for the report due by December 31, 2014. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to purchase a full page black and white ad at a cost of $595 in the 2014-2015 Valley Connection phonebook. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman informed the Council that there is a Clay County recycling meeting on Thursday, November 6, 2014 from 2:00 - 3:00 p.m. at the Garrick Theater in Hawley.

The Council reviewed the 2014 City miscellaneous bills proposed to be written off in the amount of $1,664.81. The bills are from 2005 - 2012 for charges such as tree removal, repairing a broken window at Westgate Park, nuisance mowing, animal impound and boarding, and repairs to the lift station that the city billed out  but have never been paid.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Joy to write off  City miscellaneous bills from 2005-2012 in the amount of $1,664.81. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Johnson to approve RESOLUTION 14-31 Resolution Approving Liquor Store Write-Offs in the amount of $165.35. Ayes: All. 

It was noted that the above write-offs were for NSF checks written to the liquor store in 2011. Writing off the NSF's does not mean that they cannot be collected on. All NSF checks are sent to collections. The store no longer accepts checks.

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the "draft" policy allowing Hawley businesses to put temporary "Help Wanted" signage on the liquor store lot at 1302 Jetvig Boulevard. The City would allow only 1 professional/rental sign at a time for a period not to exceed 21 days and would charge a $50 rental fee.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve the City of Hawley EDA Policy Temporary Help Wanted Signage Liquor Store Lot 1302 Jetvig Blvd., with the following changes: 1) Add a $25 sign permit fee, 2) Add language "that if the agreement is not followed the City can move the sign immediately", and 3) earmark the $50 rental fee to the EDA. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the Minnesota Lawful Gambling Application for Exempt Permit submitted by American Legion Post #382 for bingo events on November 15, 2014, March 14, 2015 and April 10, 2015 at the Hawley Community Center. Ayes: All.

Mork stated that Fire Safety Week is October 5 - 11, 2014. Residents are urged to check their smoke detectors and carbon monoxide detectors. The Fire Department is having a free brat feed on Thursday, October 9, 2014 from 5:30 - 7:00 p.m.

Young informed the Council that the BRRWD Buffalo River remeandering project is scheduled to begin this week. Rodeo Drive North improvements will be completed by November 1, 2014. The final completion date for the project is May 31, 2015. Emergency Personnel have been notified of the closure/vacation of Old #2.

Young informed the Council that the Hawley Municipal Airport Master Plan is almost completed.  The Council reviewed the Hawley Municipal Airport's 5 year Capital Improvement Plan.

Young updated the Council on the efforts of the CGMC, MESERB and others in challenging the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency's attempt to raise its standards on wastewater.
A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the following consent items:

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve the following accounts payable $133,384.20. The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

Jetvig gave the Council an update on the new police department building remodeling project.

There being no further business at 6:30 p.m. it was moved by Gunkelman, seconded by Johnson that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: All.
