HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
DECEMBER 22, 2014

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, December 22, 2014 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Johnson with the following members present: Johnson, Young, Gunkelman, Joy and Mork. Also present were Police Chief Macon, Clerk Treasurer Jetvig, Attorney Baer and Marc Ness.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Johnson stated that the North Dakota State University students presented their City of Hawley Community Assessment study to the community on December 18, 2014. It was a nice presentation that contained a lot of good information. Johnson thanked the students and Clerk Treasurer Jetvig for her assistance to the students in completing the study.

A discussion ensued regarding joining the National League of Cities. Johnson stated that the membership dues would be $536. Once a member, the City of Hawley would have access to a lot of good programs.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Young to join the National League of Cities with membership dues in the amount of $536. Ayes: All. 

Johnson reported on the successful RDO Grand Opening held on December 19, 2014.  The RDO Equipment Company facility is a new landmark for Hawley.

Johnson gave the Council a snow removal year-to-date update as compiled by Public Works Superintendent Kluck. Staff has spent 17 hours on snow removal in the city, 4.5 hours at the airport, and 16 hours of sanding using 35 yards of sand/salt. 

Mork updated the Council on the police building remodeling project. The Council reviewed Change Order #1 for an engineered awning drawing as requested by the building inspector, additional concrete on front awning, additional materials and labor to meet the requirements of the engineered drawings, and electrical outlet backers for mounting the junction boxes in the garage.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve Change Order #1 in the amount of $3,950 from Behrens Construction & Remodeling for the police building remodeling project. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman gave the Council a Hawley Area Fire District update. The fire department has approximately $35,000 in unpaid fire calls for 2012-2014. They will re-bill all the unpaid calls. Justin Martin will be the new Fire Chief beginning in 2015.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 14-41 Approving 2014 Budget Transfers/Adjustments and Committing Fund Balances. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman informed the Council that the City of Hawley received a 2014 property casualty dividend check in the amount of $14,461 from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 14-42 City of Hawley, Minnesota Resolution Adopting the Property Tax Levy ($476,500) 2014 Tax Levy, Collectible in 2015. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Young to approve RESOLUTION 14-43 City of Hawley, Minnesota Resolution Adopting the 2015 Budget with Revenues of $1,504,434 and Expenditures of $1,504,286. Ayes: All. 

Young stated that the Fargo Moorhead Metropolitan Council of Governments is going to assist the City of Hawley in developing a Comprehensive & Transportation Plan. The estimated total project cost is $36,000 with the City of Hawley share being $7,273.51.

A motion was made by Young, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the City of Hawley, Minnesota and the Fargo-Moorhead Metropolitan Council of Governments (MetroCOG) Hawley Comprehensive & Transportation Plan (2015#1103) Contract. Ayes: All. 

Young gave the Council a Heartland Trail update.  The big news is that the Clay County Heartland Trail group has discussed making the segment of trail between the City of Hawley and the Buffalo River State Park the priority for funding.  There are two public input meetings scheduled for January 27, 2015 at the Hawley High School commons area and January 29, 2015 at the Dilworth Community Center.

Young updated the Council on the Buffalo Red River Watershed District Buffalo River remeandering project.
Young announced that the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store will surpass $1 Million in gross sales for 2014 before Christmas. The Council commended Liquor Store Manager Friesen and his staff for making and exceeding the 1,000,000 sales goal.

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following consent items:
